	Text: It’s a new year, and Riezebos Holzbaur Design Group (RHDG) has resolved to make their office environment better for the global environment.

The award-winning agency has dedicated itself to reducing its carbon footprint, and has taken several steps to minimize the environmental impact of the studio. 

First, RHDG installed energy-efficient light bulbs and relies more on natural lighting. A specialized 3M film has been installed on all windows to regulate temperature fluctuations, reducing the need for fans or air conditioning on warm days and retaining heat on cooler days. Policy has been incorporated requiring eco-friendly and recycled office supplies, and the discontinuation of foam core in favor of recycled poster boards and papers. Special effort is made to recycle any materials possible, including ink cartridges and old electronics, and to eliminate the printing of emails and other electronic communications.

In addition, RHDG participates in several environmental programs. The firm offers its employees commuter checks, encouraging the use of public transportation. RHDG also takes part in ClimateSmart™- a first of its kind program that allows the agency to balance out the greenhouse gas emissions from its own energy use. Employees who live outside of San Francisco can also periodically choose to work from home in lieu of long drives into the City.

RHDG contributes direct funding for new greenhouse gas emissions reduction projects in California, as well as taking part in a recycling program that helps earn money for local schools. 

The agency makes an effort to partner with other environmentally conscious organizations whenever possible. It is our hope that by becoming leaders, we can do our part to create a better tomorrow.
